Towards the end of this period
the position will be reviewed in line with establishment requirements and budgets. The position will be reviewed
subject to a 3-month probationary period. The salary is on Grade 2, points 3, £24,027 pro rata.

We are prepared to offer this position as a job share working two or three days each week, as long as this
can be matched with another candidate.

Shortlisted candidates will be invited to spend a trial lunchtime with our current team, followed by a short interview
with the Head Teacher.
